Road Safety Week
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The children have spent time in classes this week learning about different aspects of road safety.  This has included valuable reminders to “Stop, Look and Listen” and rules of the road.

Covid Updates

Thank you for your continued vigilance and understanding this week.  We will be reviewing our procedures next week again.  There may be adjustments needed to forthcoming planned events for the remainder of the term including nativity performances – we will keep you informed.
Covid Symptoms

Thank you for your cooperation in ensuring that if your child is displaying Covid symptoms they stay off school and obtain a PCR test.  If someone in your household tests positive please let us know immediately. Guidance is that all close contacts in your household (adults and children) should have a PCR test if anyone gets symptoms. Due to the current increase in cases and us wanting to be highly vigilant in keeping everyone as safe as possible, we are currently being advised that children should self-isolate until results are received (usually within 24 hours). 
· A reminder that the main symptoms of COVID-19 remain:

· a fever (temperature 37.8 ̊C or higher)

· a new continuous cough 

· or a change to/loss of taste or smell. 

However, other commonly reported symptoms of the Delta variant include headache, sore throat, tiredness, and cold-like symptoms, so please be aware of these as well and stay at home and seek testing if you are in any doubt.
