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Extra layers - Reminder

We continue to need to keep the building well-ventilated which does mean that the rooms aren’t as warm as they usually are.

Flu vaccinations

Last week the annual flu vaccinations took place in school for those children who were present and where consent had been given. Should your child have been absent on Tuesday and/or you now wish for them to have the vaccination, please contact 01423 553115 to make an appointment or attend a drop-in clinic.  The vaccination team advised that the nearest and soonest appointments will be held at Thirsk Town Hall on Saturday 11 December between 9am and 3pm.
Covid Symptoms

Thank you for your continued cooperation in ensuring that if your child is displaying Covid symptoms they stay off school and obtain a PCR test.  If someone in your household tests positive please let us know immediately. Guidance is that all close contacts in your household (adults and children) should have a PCR test if anyone gets symptoms. Due to the current increase in cases and us wanting to be highly vigilant in keeping everyone as safe as possible, we are currently being advised that children should self-isolate until results are received (usually within 24 hours). 
A reminder that the main symptoms of COVID-19 remain:

· a fever (temperature 37.8 ̊C or higher)

· a new continuous cough 

· or a change to/loss of taste or smell. 

However, other commonly reported symptoms of the Delta variant include headache, sore throat, tiredness, and cold-like symptoms, so please be aware of these as well and stay at home and seek testing if you are in any doubt.

Nativity Performances – Apple and Beech Classes
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We continue to hope that we may be able to host nativity performances of “The Landlord’s Cat” in school with a live audience.  As stated last week, our aim is to put on two performances on Wednesday 15 December at 9:30am and 2:15pm.  It is highly likely that there will be a number of restrictions in place in order to ensure everyone’s safety at these events.  This will include a limit on tickets, a request to wear face coverings (unless exempt) and to take a Lateral Flow Test within 24 hours of the show. You will also be advised to wear your warmest (Christmas?!) jumpers as we will need to keep doors open to ensure adequate ventilation throughout the building.  
We are hopeful that we can also provide a recorded version of the performance which will be available to view online for family members who are unable to attend the show in person.
