An early newsletter this week, as we will be out of school for most of the day tomorrow and there are some important reminders about the pantomime below.

Pantomime Visit - Reminders
There is much excitement and anticipation throughout school as we all prepare to set off for York tomorrow for our whole school pantomime visit, after an early lunch.  
We are really grateful to Mr Ollive who was able to come into school on Monday to lead an assembly about the theatre and about what the children can expect during the performance. Some important reminders for tomorrow are as follows:

· We will be bringing the children back into school and dismissing them from the playground in the usual way. Please congregate in the car park as usual to collect them.  

· Please be mindful about where you park when you come to collect your children.  Two large coaches will be trying to park as near to school as possible.  If they are unable to stop safely, it will delay the process for all involved.  

· The school bus will NOT be running tomorrow afternoon so please make alternative arrangements for collection if your child/ren normally travel by bus.

Pantomime – Charity Donation

We even had just enough money left over to be able to donate to York Theatre Royal towards their “Pay It Forward” scheme.
