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Dear Parents and Carers,
Welcome to the Summer Term!

Summer Term Dates for Diary
It’s set to be a really busy term! As restrictions have eased, we are really looking forward to resuming some of the traditional Crayke summer events, as well as arranging some new ones! Reminder: Measles, Chicken Pox and Shingles

A reminder that one of our pupils continues to receive medical treatment for cancer. This puts the pupil at serious risk if they were to be exposed to measles, chicken pox or shingles.

The best way to protect a pupil from measles is for all pupils to be immunised against measles. Please discuss measles immunisation with your GP if your child is not already vaccinated. If you suspect your child has measles you should let the school know immediately.

Our pupil is also at risk from chicken pox and would need to be given medication within three days of contact. Please let us know immediately if you suspect that your child has chicken pox. It is also very important that you let us know if anyone in your household has shingles.

Our pupil is also at greater risk from diarrhoea and vomiting infections, may I remind you not to send your child back to school until your child is free of symptoms for 48 hours.  This is for everyone’s benefits including parents.

Your own child is not at any risk whatsoever from this situation. However, the health and wellbeing of our pupil with cancer may be at serious risk. We depend on the co-operation of all parents and know we can rely on your help. Thank you for your ongoing support.

Covid Update

Vaccinating 5-11-year olds

On 16 February, the Government accepted advice from the JCVI to make a non-urgent offer of Covid-19 vaccines to all children aged five to 11, to increase protection against potential future waves of COVID-19.  The National Booking Service has opened and bookings for children aged 5 to 11 can now be made. This will not be an in-school offer, except where SAIS providers are used to provide vaccinations in special educational needs (SEN) schools.

The NHS is already vaccinating children aged 5 to 11 who are most at risk of Covid-19 or who are a household contact of someone who is immunosuppressed.
