Year 5 Carlton Lodge Visit – Final Reminders

We know that the children are really looking forward to the visit next week.  Some final reminders as follows:
· Children need to arrive at school at normal time on Wednesday morning with their luggage.  

· They do not need to wear school uniform on Wednesday but do need to wear clothes appropriate for the activities – jogging bottom/leggings are ideal.

· On arrival at Carlton Lodge, the first activities for all the children will be water based, so it may be an idea to pack their swim wear (required for showering purposes only) and a towel in a separate bag within their luggage.

· Please try to pack with your child so they know what is in their case and where their belongings have been packed.
· The Year 5 children will have a packed lunch before departure.  This will be provided by school if they normally have a school meal. 

· They will be setting off from school at approximately 12:15pm.

· They will return at approximately 1:30pm on Friday and can be collected at the usual time of 3:30pm.

Sun Safety

We are hopeful that this lovely weather will continue next week! We encourage children to avoid sunburn and overexposure to the sun by: 
• seeking the shade, particularly during the middle of the day 
• wearing suitable hats 
• wearing clothing that protects the skin, particularly for outdoor activities and school trips 
• using a high factor sunscreen (SPF 15+). 
You can help by encouraging your child to bring, and wear, a hat at school, particularly on sports days and educational visits.
If the use of a sunscreen is required, parents are asked to apply sunscreen before school. Sun screen will only be required at school for the use during school trips. On those occasions it is requested that the product to be used is labelled with the child’s name. Children will apply their own sunscreen under the supervision of school staff. Please note that we do not permit the use of aerosol sprays.
PE Kits – Run a Mile Club

Children are welcome to wear school PE kit if they are participating in Run a Mile club before school on a Tuesday and/or Thursday morning.
Local Visits next week – Beech and Oak Classes
Next week, Oak and Beech classes are planning to go on walks around the local area. Free School Meals
Your child may be able to get free school meals if you receive any of the following: 
o Income Support 

o Income-based Jobseeker’s Allowance 

o Income-related Employment and Support Allowance 

o Support under Part VI of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999 

o The guaranteed element of Pension Credit 

o Child Tax Credit (provided you’re not also entitled to Working Tax Credit and have an annual gross income of no more than £16,190)

 o Working Tax Credit run-on – paid for 4 weeks after you stop qualifying for Working Tax Credit 

o Universal Credit – if you apply on or after 1 April 2018 your household income must be less than £7,400 a year (after tax and not including any benefits you get) 

If you think you meet any of the criteria above then please apply by completing the attached application form and send it directly to; The Welfare Team, CYPS, Jesmond House, 31/33 Victoria Avenue, Harrogate, HG1 5QE. Tel: 01609 533405. Email: schoolwelfare@northyorks.gov.uk Please do not return this form to school. 

Applications are usually processed within five working days. 

They will notify you either by writing, post or email if your child is entitled to receive this funding. School will also be informed. 

Free school meals claims cannot be backdated. They are awarded from the date the application is received, once eligibility is confirmed. This is because there is a legal requirement for a request to be made, before free school meals can be provided. 

Registering for free school meals could also raise an extra £1,345 pupil premium funding for the school to fund valuable support like extra tuition, additional teaching staff or after school activities and trips. Please contact either myself or Mrs Bacon if you have any queries regarding the application process.
