School Meal Price

Due to the increase in national insurance and the cost of food, our catering provider has increased their fixed meal cost.  From September 2022, the cost of a school meal for pupils In Year 3 and above (who are not in receipt of a free school meal) will be £2.90.
All pupils from Reception to Year 2 are entitled to a Universal Free School Meal but school receives funding for your child if you are eligible and complete the free school meal application form.

We understand that many families are under pressure and the cost of living continues to increase.  We strongly encourage all of our families (regardless of their year group) to complete a free school meal application form available here: https://craykeschool.org/school-lunches/ if you think you may be entitled.  
Our Safeguarding Team

At Crayke, we have three members of staff and a governor who make up our Safeguarding Leadership Team.  I am the Designated Safeguarding Lead, which means that I am the lead person responsible for child protection and safeguarding issues.  Mrs Rayner and Mrs Chandler are our Deputy Designated Safeguarding Leads (Deputy DSLs); a deputy DSL supports the DSL in their role of safeguarding and child protection.  Mr Hugh Porter is our Safeguarding Link Governor.  The role of the Safeguarding Governor is to support the DSL as well as to regularly review, ask questions and make suggestions about our safeguarding policies and procedures and to report back to the governing body.
