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Wraparound Care – Update
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I am delighted to confirm that we have signed a license agreement this week and am now in a position to confirm that the Ofsted Outstanding Tiddlywinks Private Day Nursery will be providing wraparound care to children from Crayke Primary, on our school site. They are currently in the process of seeking Ofsted registration and, since this can take up to 10 weeks, we have taken the decision to commence the club from early June.  Tiddlywinks are also in the process of advertising for staff – please see the advert below and pass the word on to anyone who may be interested in applying. 
Further details will follow in due course around the registration process for places.

Safeguarding Update

Invacuation - Last week we talked to the children about how to keep safe if something unusual were to happen, for example a dog on the playground.  The children were very sensible and followed all the instructions really carefully. We will continue to work with the children to help ensure that they feel comfortable and safe if something out of routine happens during the school day.
Tuck Shop – we also spoke to the children this week about slightly revised procedures at the end of day, to enable the tuck shop to proceed with minimal disruption and to ensure that everyone has the opportunity to participate, regardless of their collection arrangements. With this in mind, the following amendments will take effect from this afternoon:
Bus/LiveWires children – will get the opportunity to visit Mrs Bacon’s pop-up Tuck Shop at afternoon playtime and place their order, for collection at the end day. They will need to bring cash.
All other children – the tuck shop will now be sited on the staff car park. Children have been told that they are not to leave the playground until they see their parent/carer, as normal. Children have also been told that they need to wait with their parents if they are queueing for the tuck shop and that they are not to return onto the school site or to leave the staff car park until their parents do. This is to ensure the safety and well-being of all children. Thank you for your support with this matter.

Our Safeguarding Team

At Crayke, we have three members of staff and a governor who make up our Safeguarding Leadership Team.  I am the Designated Safeguarding Lead, which means that I am the lead person responsible for child protection and safeguarding issues.  Mrs Rayner and Mrs Chandler are our Deputy Designated Safeguarding Leads (Deputy DSLs); a deputy DSL supports the DSL in their role of safeguarding and child protection.  Mr Hugh Porter is our Safeguarding Link Governor.  The role of the Safeguarding Governor is to support the DSL as well as to regularly review, ask questions and make suggestions about our safeguarding policies and procedures and to report back to the governing body. Attendance and Punctuality
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We strive for high levels of attendance at school.  Please try, wherever possible, to book holidays out of term time.  The impact of even one day’s absence on your child’s learning is huge.  Also, please try to book medical appointments out of school hours if possible as this also minimises the time missed.  If your child is very unwell and unable to attend school, please inform the office by phoning 01347 821767 no later than 9:15am. Thank you for your support with this important matter.   

Why is it important for children not to miss school? 

All parents want the best for their children and for them to get on well in life. Having a good education is important to ensure that they have the best opportunities in their adult life. They only get one chance at school, and your child’s future may be affected by not attending school or alternative provision regularly. 

If children do not attend school regularly they may: 

( Struggle to keep up with school work. In a busy school day, it can be difficult for schools to find the extra time to help a child catch up. 

( Miss out on the social side of school life. Poor attendance can affect children’s ability to make and keep friendships; a vital part of growing up. 

Setting good attendance patterns from an early age, from nursery through primary school will also help your child later on in their life. Children who have a poor school attendance record may have less chance of securing a job when they are adults. Being on time is also vital. Arriving late at school can be very disruptive for your child, their teacher and the other children in the class. Some parents may be finding it difficult to ensure that their child attends school regularly. If this is the case please speak to Mrs Jackson as soon as possible so that the situation can be addressed.
