Letters from Italy

Our children’s questions have been answered and they will now be tasked with writing back again. What a lovely link to have established and a brilliant example of writing for a real purpose – well done!
Apple Class: Stop Food Waste Day & Coronation Preparations
Did you know that on April 26th it was ‘Stop Food Waste Day’? We learnt about how food is wasted and the impact that this has on the environment. We learnt that more and more people cannot afford food but that food banks were available if we ever needed food.  We played a recycling game: sorting metals, plastics, paper and organic matter into the correct recycling bins. The children took home a sheet to encourage their families to be more aware of how we can help reduce food waste. 
We started learning about the Coronation, we painted union jacks and made handprint crowns. We took part in a Coronation Dough Disco and have been learning Coronation songs. We reminded ourselves about the Queen and how long she reigned for. We discussed why Prince Charles will be our King. We talked about our own Family Trees and by chance one of our positive daily affirmations was ‘I am loved’ we talked about how all our family and friends love us and how our School community cares very much for every child, member of staff and the people within our school/village community. We made Coronation cards to deliver to our friends in the community.
