Tickets for the open 
gardens can be purchased at the Sports Club/Village Hall where there will also be a display showing 
the history of Crayke. Outside the Hall you will find wildflower seeds, seed bombs and wildflower 
plants and gardens plants for sale together with a display by the Woodland Trust.

Hot drinks, sandwiches and cakes will be served in both the Church and the Club and Easingwold 
Town Band will be playing on Church Hill throughout the afternoon.

Seasonal flowers will decorate the Church and 
the Saxon Burial Ground area will be open for viewing.
